While Jesus here is talking about the eschatological judgment using the example of separat-
ing sheep from goats (Matt 25:31-46), I could not help but think of this passage on Tuesday 
morning while at a GRIP meeting.  Currently they have 66 people living in their homeless 
shelter, including 18 families and for the first time they have a significant number of teen-
agers!  In the last year 37 families have been able to move out of the shelter and into more 
permanent housing situations. GRIP is also in the process of reorganizing evening meals 
with the hope that in the future congregations will be able to take on one meal a month.  
However, they are still in the process of working everything out and I am sure we will hear 
more about it in the future.    
 
GRIP has also organized a Mental Health in Richmond NAMI Family to Family free 12-
week course.  This course runs from September 4th – November 20th, and will cover infor-
mation related to: Schizophrenia, Bi-Polarity, Panic Disorder, Borderline Personality Disor-
der, Major Depression, and Obsessive Compulsive Disorder.  The course will provide the 
right information to help your family maintain its well being, find health recovery solutions 
for your loved one and begin your mental health community advocacy.  Space is limited so 
for information about enrolling please call Dr. Sumchai 510.237.9277 or email family2fam-
ilyrichmond.nami@gmail.com.
