GOD’S PEOPLE GROW IN THE WORD! 
 

Following the ELCA churchwide initiative called Book of Faith, we will commit to en-
gage in efforts to become more fluent in the first language of faith, the language of Scrip-
ture, in order that we might live into our calling as a people renewed, enlivened, empow-

ered, and sent by the Word.  This is our invitation to engage in this vision. Through this ini-

tiative, we will be called to experience more fully the power of the Word and to recall or 

learn anew the Lutheran approaches to Scripture that have been so fruitful over the centu-

ries.  

 

The Sunday morning adult class will begin by exploring the first book offered in this ini-
tiative, Opening the Book of Faith.  The first session will explore how Lutherans think of 

God’s powerful Word and why we talk of the Bible as a Book of Faith. The second session 

will introduce us to Lutheran insights to help us open up the Bible. The third session will 

introduce us to four approaches to studying the Bible that can be used to deepen and 

broaden our experience in Bible study.  During the remaining four sessions we will do four 

Bible Studies, one from Exodus, Jeremiah, John, and Romans.  Please consider participating 

in this time of learning on Sunday morning at 8:45 in the Library.  

 

Beginning in October at 11:30 in the Library Intern Wes will facilitate ‘The Lutheran 
Course’. If you have not had the opportunity to be a part of this class before, you should 
take advantage of this time to explore the core believes of our Lutheran faith. A short video 

presentation will kick off a discussion each week.  

 

Consider joining the ‘Books of the Month Club’.  Those who join commit to reading two 
books of the Bible a month as a part of their devotional life. This is approximately four 

chapters a day. Introductions to each book will be made available each month to assist in 

reading.  Opportunities for group discussion on an informal basis will be made available 

once a month.
