Luther Lecture, October 29, 2008 
The Rev. Dr. Jane E. Strohl will speak on ‘Theodicy of the Word of Comfort in Luther’s 
Theology’. She introduces the topic with the following words: “If God were good, He 
would wish to make His creatures happy, and if God were almighty He would be able to do 
what He wished. But he creatures are not happy. Therefore God lacks either goodness, or 
power, or both.”  This year’s Luther lecture explores the human reality of pain and suffer-
ing as Luther understood these from the perspective of the cross. If at times suffering is 
God’s pitiless imposition of the second use of the law; it can also be a grace that works for 
the good of the believer. Luther is clear: It is not so much suffering against which we strug-
gle as it is the God we encounter therein. And then comes the questions: “What can we 
say today to a world drowning in pain?” and “How might Luther help  us?” 
              The day beings at 9:30 with Morning Prayer and the Installation of Dr. Strohl to the 
First Lutheran, Los Angeles/Southwest California Synod Chair in Reformation Theology 
and History. At 10:00 the Luther Lecture begins followed by Eucharist at 11:00. The lec-
ture is free and open to the public.

This week-Part 1 from Leigh and Ivy Robinson-‘Volunteering to Rebuild New Orleans – 2008’ 
 
             Back in August of 2005 Hurricane Katrina left New Orleans in ruins. You saw it on the news, rescue workers 
negotiating rowboats through neighborhoods looking for people and animals in trouble, people sitting on their rooftops 
waiting to be rescued, people sleeping on cots inside the Superdome, people boarding buses for Houston, people sweep-
ing debris out of their French Quarter shops, stray dogs wandering deserted streets, and water, water everywhere. Eighty 
percent of the city was flooded, and the city remained flooded for weeks. 
             A year later, Ivy and I visited New Orleans for a conference of real estate writers and were met at the airport by 
greeters who thanked us for coming to visit their city. In between conference activities, we toured the city with a guide 
and couldn’t believe how much of the city still lay in ruins. When we came upon an eight acre site in the Lower Ninth 
Ward where the Musicians’ Village was taking shape, where we saw what Habitat for Humanity volunteers were doing 
to help rebuild the city and create homes for musicians who wanted to return to their hometown but had no home to re-
turn to, we decided to return ourselves to help with Habitat for Humanity’s efforts. 
             Last year we put together a group of ten people to spend a week in April working on a Habitat for Humanity pro-
ject. We asked to be assigned work on the Musicians’ Village, and so we were. Christ Lutheran Church member George 
Fosselius spent most of his time that year organizing the tool shed so workers could find the tools they needed quickly 
without having to root around for them, and Ivy and I spent most of our time in the nail and fastener shed, where we or-
ganized the nails and fasteners so workers could find exactly what they were looking for in short order and could get 
right back to work.
