What is God up to in the lives of the saints of Christ Lutheran?

This week-Part 1 from Leigh and Ivy -‘Volunteering to Rebuild New Orleans — 2008’

This year there were six in our group. We couldn’t go in April and didn’ttevgietin the summertime when
the heat and humidity are at their worst, so we went in October. We stayachp Hope, a converted middle school,
out in the St. Bernard parish twenty miles east of downtown and drove everyaaytork site in the shadow of the
Superdome.

Our assignment was a three-house build which had been started by a professioviad ¢aid the houses’
foundations and set the piers about a foot higher than the high water markpiartiwdttown. We soon learned that we
were the first volunteer crew to work on the houses because we had tumfatst day for the Habitat for Humanity
area supervisor to bring the keys so our crew boss could open the two ocean-gaiingrsowhere the tools and mate-
rials were stored. Working from 7:45 in the morning until 3 in the afternodivéodays, we placed termite shields over
the piers, set the rim and floor joists, and nailed down the subfloor, and wedwgrkegood sweat while cutting those
many boards and pounding those many nails.

On our first day we learned that ours was a high profile project untrsita celebrity who would be com-
ing to check on its progress a week following our departure. On our last dagiwed the name of the celebrity. He is
talk show host David Letterman.

He’s not the only celebrity helping to rebuild New Orleans. BradBifitzlanthropist Steve Bing have begun
a project called “Make It Right” and each pledged five million doltarsuild 150 new homes in the city's Lower Ninth
Ward. We drove right by the project every day on our way to work and saw how unigueeae is. Go to www.

I should mention here that our trip was not all work and no play. Every day akevengathered at the ice
cream freezer in a local Walgreens and treated ourselves to Haageice cream bars and pints of delicious Blue Bell
ice cream, and one night we ate out at Chef Emeril Lagasse’s restaulenFrench Quarter, Nola.

On our last day we revisited Musicians’ Village, where we spenicdotime last year, so that my cousin
from Miami, who was part of our group this year, could take some photographs. Ehfenend one of our favorite peo-
ple, Smokey Johnson, who was Fats Domino’s drummer in the 50’s and 60’s and who wtrkedlast year sorting
nails. We didn’t want to knock on his door, but when a neighbor learned why we weargttekphotos, he urged us to
say hello to Smokey and took us by the hand to see him. Smokey was down thetstget kis mobility scooter su-
pervising the decoration of a flood-damaged house for Halloween. He greetadnlg and thanked us for helping him
to live out his days in a nice house in the city he loved, and he said we should siedEwiOrleans again without
knocking on his door and saying hello.
